GAR Foundation Announces New Scholarship Directory 

GAR Foundation announces the launch of a new website www.summitcountyscholarships.org, a free on-line 

directory of college scholarships made available for Summit County students.

Foundation Chief Operating Officer Christine Mayer. There are more than 400 listings available on the website 

for scholarship seekers to research. 

Foundation officials state the website is not a tool through which students can submit scholarship applications. 

Rather, it is a listing of available scholarships. Users will still need to contact the scholarship provider directly for 

up-to-date offerings and application requirements. 

The Foundation gathered the data over the past year and compiled it into a searchable database. Scholarship 

seekers can search by application deadline date, grade point average or scholarship dollar amount. Students do 

not have to attend a college or university located in Summit County. SummitCountyScholarships.org is a 

directory that helps students locate scholarship opportunities within Summit County, most of which are offered 

by Summit County businesses and organizations. All of the services at SummitCountyScholarships.org are free 

for students and parents.
